3. Following a meeting with the Optometry Development Group there are new points to be looked at in the Draft Cataract specification, also new forms have been proposed. The pathway proposal remains that same.

Glaucoma Pathway

4. Following the optometry development meeting it emerged that the Glaucoma Pathway has been amended since the last Meeting with the LOC, and since Geoff Lord met with Dr Braidwood on behalf of the LOC. The Loc were not aware of these changes.
The outcome of discussions with the PCT are that Richard Putrell and Marting Whatley will have meet with the PCT again after the LOC have viewed the new proposed pathway. Alan Parkhurst will also attend this meeting.

For the PCT Martin Whatley conducted a survey amongst Optometrists to see who would be interested in enhanced Glaucoma services. Only 30% of optometrists replied to this .

It was suggested that due to the high number of Locums that work within Doncaster PCT area, that numbers need to be separated into Locums and Resident optometrists
