STATEMENT OF HEALTH AND SAFETY POLICY

BLOGGS OPTICIANS recognises and accepts its responsibilities for providing a safe and healthy work place and working environment for all employees, patients and all others affected by its activities. It also will take all reasonable steps to meet its managerial responsibilities.

BLOGGS OPTICIANS will assess the impact of its work activities. Consequent upon such risk assessment process, we will review our policies, arrangements and training to reduce the resulting risks to a reasonably practicable level.

MANAGERIAL RESPONSIBILITY

JOE BLOGGS is responsible for giving effect to the overall health and safety policy.  He will ensure as far as is reasonably practicable, that there are adequate staff funds and materials to meet health and safety requirements and will continually review the effectiveness of the policy and personnel under his control to whom he has assigned specific responsibilities.

He will report to the direcors at any time matters which need specific consideration.

JOE BLOGGS has overall responsibility for the co-ordination of the health and safety activities of departments under his control.

Department managers must maintain an up to date Workplace Safety Policy, which lists the specific health and safety responsibilities of the person in charge of the department / locality, including the training of staff and the maintaining of records.

The Workplace Safety Policy must also clearly state any additions to, or variations from the BLOGGS OPTICIANS Risk Management Arrangements. The workplace safety policy together with current risk assessments and action plans should be made available for all staff to see.

All Employees must co-operate with their managers to maintain safe systems of work at all times.

They must also take care of their own safety, that of fellow workers and all other persons who may be affected by their acts or omissions at work.
