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Corneal Abrasions





You have a slight scratch on the surface of your eye (the cornea), which is usually very uncomfortable or painful.


Fortunately the surface heals very quickly and it should feel much better in 24 hours. If your eye does not begin to feel better within a day, or is still uncomfortable after 3 days, or if it starts to feel worse rather than better, you should return to see me. This happens only rarely, but it could indicate an infection.





To reduce the risk of infection you should obtain some antibiotic eye drops/ ointment from a pharmacist using the attached order and begin using them immediately.





	Antibiotic drops:


Use one drop 4 times a day


Antibiotic ointment


Use at night, before bed.





Continue the medication until 2 days after the eye feels normal again.





I will see you again in …… days to make sure the eye is healing correctly.





Remember:


The pain and discomfort should improve within a day or so


If it gets worse return to see me, or seek advice from your GP or A&E department. Take this sheet with you.
